When all questions are covered, thank Amira for the interesting interview and reassure
her that you are going to do whatever you can to mitigate her problems and satisfy
her needs.

The Notetakers make a back up of their interview notes because they are going to
make use of them in the activity of the next hour.

The Coordinators along with the Digi-Experts check that the interview has been
properly recorded so that the groups can refer to it if need be in the next activity.
